Taxi 

From Belfast International Airport: 
• Approximate cost (depending on the time of the day and the size of the car): £20.00 
• Approved taxis operate from the airport taxi rank outside the terminal building. 
• Taxis can be booked in advance link but do not need to be.

From George Best Belfast City Airport: 
• Approximate cost (depending on the time of the day and the size of the car): £10.00 (incl. 

£2.00 surcharge) 
• Approved taxis operate from the airport taxi rank outside the terminal building. 
• Taxis can be booked in advance link but do not need to be. 
• Book with airport's official/approved operator: http://www.valuecabs.co.uk/

Bus 

From Belfast International Airport: 
• Approximate cost: £9.00 
• The bus stop is located opposite the terminal exit. 
• Approximate duration: 40 minutes on bus + 10 minutes walk 
• Take Bus 300a (operated by Ulsterbus) towards Belfast City Centre. The venue is a ten 

minute walk from the Donegall Place bus stop (approximately 700m). 

From George Best Belfast City Airport: 
• Approximate cost: £3.50 
• The bus stop is located at the front of the terminal building. 
• Approximate duration: 7 minutes on bus + 3 minutes walk 
• Take Bus 600 (operated by Metro) towards Belfast City Centre. The venue is a three minute 

walk from the Oxford Street bus stop (approximately 200m). 

Coach 
From Dublin International Airport: 

• Approximate cost: £14.00/€17.00 
• Coach stops are located outside T1 and T2 
• Approximate duration: 2 hours on coach + 15 minutes walk 
• Take coach 705X (operated by Aircoach) towards Belfast City Centre. The venue is a 15 

minute walk from the Glengall Street bus stop (approximately 1.1 km/0.7 miles)
