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Changes we plan
• We currently plan one or possibly two 

relatively short 17.x releases
• We are also planning a major release 

currently known as version 18 containing
o New datatypes
o More dimensions

• Changes which require us to make many 
changes to the code
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Changes we plan
• We have long warned you that new 

functionality might only be possible in 
the Unicode versions

• This is becoming more obvious with 
the internet and browser based 
applications which are all use Unicode

• Modern text based source code 
management is Unicode dependant
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Changes we plan
• We are contemplating not releasing a 

Classic v.18
• It will allow us to refactor the 

interpreter while we have to go 
through everything anyway

• We will talk to those of you who we 
know are using Classic 

• Please don’t hesitate to contact us if 
you are using Classic and suspect that 
we might not be aware of that
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Changes we plan
• Oh – and one last thing – licensing:
• We are now very close to be able to provide 

a “cloud native” APL
• So close that we have had to consider 

licensing
• The requirement is for APL to be available in 

docker containers which can be used for 
automated deployment of applications
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Changes we plan

• Morten will give you an idea about it now
• He will talk about it some more Wednesday 
• And he will give a workshop on it Thursday

• The thing is – for this to work the APL 
installation cannot stop for licenseID and 
password
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Changes we plan

• We will provide such packages for Linux
• It will not be free software. There will still be 

license fees for commercial use, but
• It will be very easy to get hold of and to 

deploy applications
